DEFINITIONS

Foodborne pathogen:  Any hazard to humans that may arise from consumption of food contaminated with any disease-causing agent, such as a virus or bacterium.

Communicable diseases:  Include typhoid (Salmonella Typhi), Shigellosis (Shigella spp.) Escherichia coli (E.Coli) or hepatitis A virus.  Symptoms are defined by public health standards.

Special Diet:  Meals provided to a juvenile outside the regular offering to other juveniles, due to medical requirements or religious practice.

Food Handlers:  Persons, including juveniles, involved in the preparation or service of food to be provided to others.

Food Handlers Card:  Card provided to a person who has completed a course on food safety and met the learning objectives of the course.
POLICY

Marion County Juvenile Department provides meals to detained juveniles and program youth using sound nutrition practices in compliance with applicable federal, state, and local health requirements and sanitation codes.  Within the parameters of facility safety, security, programming, and budgetary restrictions, the department strives to develop menus that meet the unique needs of adolescents and the individual nutritional needs of juvenile diets with religious or health requirements.

I.
General Standards

A. All meals purchased by the department and are only provided for the consumption of juveniles.

B. Detained juveniles will be served three meals plus snacks daily.

C. GAP juveniles will be served two meals a day plus snacks on weekdays; three meals a day plus snacks on weekends and holidays.  GAP juveniles while in other programs on campus will be provided with the same meals while in that program.

D.
Juveniles in work programs will be served two meals daily.  (Provided meals that would occur for the time they are at work)
1. Meals will be served at regularly scheduled meal times.  Snacks will be provided in the morning, afternoon, and evening.  In residential programs, no more than 14 hours will elapse between the evening meal and the morning breakfast.

2. No food will be withheld, limited, or varied from the approved menu for disciplinary reasons.

3. This policy sets a minimum standard and does not prohibit the opportunity for juveniles to be provided with additional food.

4. Staff and juveniles who prepare, handle, and serve food will comply with the requirements to obtain a food handlers card as required by federal, state, and local health requirements and sanitation codes.

5. The department will pay the cost to obtain food handler cards and renewals for staff and juveniles.

6. Juveniles will be provided with all food that is prepared for juvenile meals.  If there is food or meals left over after initial distribution, juveniles will be offered all leftovers.  Leftover food will be distributed equally to juveniles who say that they want additional food, and will not be distributed based on any points or performance evaluation type considerations.

II.
Special Diets

A.
Special diets will be provided when juveniles have specific medical, dental, or religious requirements.

1. Therapeutic medical or dental diets will be provided when prescribed by medical staff.

2. Religious diets, including dietary restrictions or special handling of food preparation, will be provided when reviewed by the detention manager and program supervisor in consultation as appropriate with a religious representative.

3. The department’s kitchen staff will make arrangements for the purchase and preparation of meals and snacks to meet any special need.

B. All special medical diets will

1. Be reported by the medical staff to the kitchen staff, and documented in the juvenile’s medical file.

2. Upon transfer to another facility or program, such information will be noted in the transfer and file information that accompanies the juvenile.

III.
Food not provided by meal service

1. GAP and detention visitors may not provide any food to juveniles.  All detention and GAP meals and snacks will be those provided by the department, or prepared in the department or GAP kitchen.

2. With prior approval from detention or GAP’s manager or assistant manger, there may be special occasions during which special store, or restaurant bought treats will be provided for an entire unit, i.e., holidays, birthdays, or an incentive.
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
